These two patriarchal-dominated male countries imposes harmless rules and
restnctans on them. The novelist, through his female characters, represents social, political,
economic, and cultural problem of them. In his novels, conservative-thinking female
characters adhere to Islamic culture, social traditions, and customs. They believe in cultural
practices, Muslim laws, and then their condition become miserable in a male-dominated
patriarchal society. They are not allowed to believe in Western culture and science as a result
their condition become pitiless. Such female characters as Kaukab in Maps for Lost Lovers,
Tara and Yasmin in The Blind Man’s Garden. They are strict disciplinarian of Islamic

culture, conventional-minded and conservative-thinking. They oppose women’s liberty,
identity, and rights.

The writer talks about the predicament, pathetic, and appalling condition of
women in Pakistan and the neighbouring country of Afghanistan. They fall victim to societal
injustice due to a male-dominated patriarchal system of society. Honour killing, sexual
harassment, abuse, forced marriage, gender discrimination, 'financial ~deprivation,
psychological and emotional trauma are the foremost issues women facing in Pakistan and
Afghanistan. And in Afghanistan’s case, it is observed that an educated woman is vulnerable,
and her awareness is considered a threat to the religion and social fabric. In both countries, it
is observed that women have no freedom; they are considered second sex and low ranking.
The closed society-imposes rules, traditional norms upon them pertaining to their social lives,
dress, and educational employment. Sharia law, one of the parts of the Qur’an, provides
hierarchy for gender and class with men having superior rights and women are restricted. The
Quran says their primary role in Islamic society is childbearing. In Afghanistan, Taliban
forces women to wear burqas under the Islamic law, imposes many restrictions on them. The
patriarchal nature of Pakistani society ascribes a subservient position to them. They are
assigned a secondary and subservient position in the world of men. “Women’s lives are hard

because you have to run the house during the day and listen to your husband’s demands in
bed at night." Although, they are trapped in illogical superstitions, traditions and falls victims
in the name of culm{al practices. Their condition is pitiless from womb to tomb; their lives
are tortured from birth; they are exploited in misogynist culture. Holy men and clerics
increase pain putting salt on their wounds. Women and infidels: minions of Satan both!

Sstore order is through the erasure of what does'nt conform to one's own views. According to
Donalq Kerr. the phrase 'beyond the pale' goes back to the very earliest geography of English or
-‘}ng§\'1n colonialism, when in the fourteenth century the Irish Pale enclosed a felicitous space of
English law and order, while lawlessness and savagery held sway beyond the pale" (Kerr 2000:
18). "Lawlessness and savagery', in the colonial scape, are convenient labels to attach to and
explain those that do not come under the purview of one's own ordered vision of life. The
colonial enterprise, marked by a constant compulsion to venture beyond the pale, is dotted with
narratives on the unavoidable debilitating effect on the mind and the body, which is sought to be
mitigated by imposing a sense of order into an alien geography. For order to be established,
erasure of the offending landmarks was a prerequisite. The worst manifestation of these could be
the carpet-bombing or the use of napalm bombs by the Americans in Vietnam that flattened and

destroyed countless Vietnamese villages:

When we attack the enemy via a pair of map co-ordinates we lay ourselves open to
mathematical problems we cannot solve. But if we cannot solve them we can eliminate,
by attacking the co-ordinates themselves all the co-ordinates! For years now we have
attacked the earth, explicitly in the defoliation of crops and jungles, implicitly in aleatoric
shelling and bombing They know our guilt at devastating the earth and know that our
fiction at aiming at 0.058% of a man crossing the spot we strike at is a guilty lie (29).

This is doubly easy if those that were destroyed did not have a tangible presence: "Atrocity
charges are empty when they cannot be proved. 95% of the villages we wiped off the map were

never on it" (22).

A professional mythmaker, Eugene Dawn tries to propagate counter myths that would
violate the cultural space intrinsically linked with Vietnamese notions of the earth as mother:
"The earthmother hides her sons in her bosom, safe from the thunderbolts of the father; at night
while he sleeps, they emerge to unman him and initiate a new fraternal order" (25). In Da\;n's:
variation of the Oedipal myth, the agents of the father figure for the Vietnamese are the
American bombers that strafe their earth mother. The vulnerable father figure of the myth would
be replaced by an all-powerful father figure through the generation of counter myths. In his
scheme of things, the destruction of the protective mother figure, represented by mother ‘C'll‘th i:
